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MATICNE KNJIGE RODENIH, VJENCANIH I UMRLIH KATOLICKE ZUPE RASNO
Katolic¢ka Zupa Siroki Brijeg

Starodrevna Katoli¢ka Zupa Blato, koja s prijenosom njezinog sredi$ta, zupnih
mati¢nih knjiga i drugih Zupnih stvari, u novosagradeni franjevacki samostan na
Sirokom Brijegu u zapadnoj Hercegovini 1846. godine postaje Katolicka zupa Siroki
Brijeg. Objedinjavala je veliki broj katolika zapadne Hercegovine, ponajprije onih iz
mjestd koja su gravitirala Mostarskom Blatu, po kome je Zupa ime i dobila. Do tada
je srediite ove Zupe bilo u mjestu Cerigaj kod Sirokog Brijega. Zupne mati¢ne knjige
ove zupe sa knjiznicom Franjevatkog samostana na Sirokom Brijegu, partizanski
boljsevicko-komunisti¢ki pljackasi, palikuée i ubojice spalili su 1947. godine pred istim
tim samostanom.' Prethodno su u velja¢i 1944. godine isti zlikovci pobili 66 nevinih
hercegovackih franjevaca, njih 30 iz tog istog samostana.” Nakon prethodne pljacke,
isti su pljackasi, palikuée i ubojice u sije¢nju, veljaci i ozujku 1947. godine zatrli i ¢uvenu
klasi¢nu gimnaziju istog ovog Franjevatkog samostana a samostan spalili.’

Katoli¢ka zupa Rasno

Katoli¢ka zupa Rasno, srediste koje je u istoimenom mjestu kod Sirokog Brijega,
utemeljena je 1872. godine.* Izdvojena je iz Katolitke Zupe Siroki Brijeg, koja se do
prijenosa njezinog sredi$ta, mati¢nih knjiga i drugih Zupnih stvari 1846. godine u
novoizgradeni Franjevacki samostan na Sirokom Brijegu, nazivala Katoli¢kom Zupom
Blato. Katoli¢ka zupa Rasno objedinjavala je katolike mjesta: Rasno kod §irokog Brijega,

THE REGISTRIES OF BIRTHS, MARRIAGES, AND DEATHS OF THE CATHOLIC PARISH OF RASNO

The Catholic parish of Siroki Brijeg

The Catholic parish of Siroki Brijeg in west Herzegovina was founded in 1846.
The parish traces its links to the ancient Catholic parish of Blato, itself named after the
Mostarsko Blato karst field in west Herzegovina, and to the Catholic parish of Cerigaj,
named after a place of the same name, which lies close to Siroki Brijeg. Namely, the
parish centre of the present-day Catholic parish of Siroki Brijeg was located in Cerigaj
until 1846. It was through the act of transferring the parish registries and other parish
belongings from Blato to the newly-built Franciscan monastery of Siroki Brijeg in 1846
that the corresponding parish centre was also transferred from Blato to Siroki Brijeg. This
parish encompassed many Catholics from western Herzegovina, primarily from places
that gravitated towards the Mostarsko Blato karst field. In February 1944, completely
innocent 66 Herzegovinian Franciscans, 30 of them from the Franciscan monastery of
Siroki Brijeg, were killed by Yugoslav partisan bolshevik-communist robbers, arsonists
and murders."” After the previous radical robbery in January, February and March 1947
they also destroyed the famous Classical gymnasium of this same Franciscan monastery
and burned the monastery." Finally, the parish registry books of the Catholic parish of
Siroki Brijeg, together with the monastery library, were burned in 1947 in front of the
monastery by the same villains.'*

The Catholic parish of Rasno

The Catholic parish of Rasno was founded in 1872 through the division of the larger
Catholic parish of Siroki Brijeg.”® Its parish centre is in Rasno, near the Siroki Brijeg. This
parish encompassed the Catholics of these villages: Rasno (near Siroki Brijeg), Duzice (near
Siroki Brijeg)," Buhovo (near Siroki Brijeg), Kosmaj (near Siroki Brijeg), Grljevi¢i (near
Ljubuski), Ledinac (near Grude), Medvidoviéi (near Grude) and Vi$njica (near Grude).”
This Parish was subdivided into three parishes: the Catholic parish of Grljevi¢i (in 1919),
the Catholic parish of Ledinac (in 1930), and the Catholic parish of Buhovo (in 1969). The

parish centres of the three parishes mentioned above are in places with the same names.'

Latin registries of the Catholic Parish of Rasno

The entries of the parish registries of births, marriages, and deaths of the Catholic
Parish of Rasno were, from its foundation in 1872 to 1907, recorded in Latin. In contrast

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Duzice kod girokog Brijega,” Buhovo kod Sirokog Brijega, Kosmaj kod Sirokog Brijega,
Grljevi¢i kod Ljubuskog, Ledinac kod Gruda, Medvidovi¢i kod Gruda, Vi$njica kod
Gruda.® Iz ove su Zupe kasnije izdvojene Katoli¢ka Zupa Grljevi¢i (1919. godine), Katoli¢ka
zupa Ledinac (1930. godine) i Katolicka zupa Buhovo (1969. godine), sa sjediStima u
istoimenim mjestima.’

Latinske mati¢ne knjige Katoli¢ke Zupe Rasno

Mati¢ne knjige rodenih, vjen¢anih i umrlih Katoli¢ke Zupe Rasno od njezinog osnutka
1872.do 1907. godine, vodene su latinskim jezikom. Za razliku od Zupnih mati¢nih knjiga
Katolitke zupe Siroki Brijeg, o¢uvane su do danas, jer nisu pale u ruke jugoslavenskih
partizanskih bolj$evi¢ko-komunisti¢kih pljackasa, palikuéa i ubojica. Otpoceo ih je voditi
prvi njezin zupnik fra Ilija Leko (1872. - 1874.), a nastavili njegovi nasljednici Zupnici: fra
Bono Kvesi¢ (1874. - 1875.), fraIlija Skoko (1875. - 1881.), fra Frane Cori¢ (1881.- 1882.), fra
Karlo Cavar (1882. - 1883.), fra Marijan Mileti¢ (1883. - 1890.; 1892. - 1895.), fra Leonard
Rados (1890. - 1892.), fra Petar Kordi¢ (1895. - 1896.), fra Mijo Rubi¢ (1896. - 1899.), fra
Lovro Sopti¢ (1899. - 1907.) i fra Blago Babi¢ (1907. - 1909.). Podatke u ove mati¢ne knjige
biljezili su i drugi hercegovacki franjevci, koji su njezine Zupnike povremeno zamjenjivali
u zupi, odnosno ispomagali im u pastorizaciji njezinih Zupljana. Sadrze i podatke koje
su nakon Drugog svjetskog rata u njih biljezili komunisti¢ki mati¢ari, kojima su, nakon
otimanja iz zupnog ureda u Rasnu, bile predane. Imena tih maticara, kao i znatan broj
podataka koje su oni upisali, uglavnom su ne¢itki i neuporabljivi.

U ovim mati¢nim knjigama registrirano je oko 200 mjesta, uglavnom S podruéja
zapadne Hercegovine ali i susjednih podrugja, pa i iz Dalmacije, Slavonije, Srijema i dr.
U njih je upisano skoro 3000 osoba iz oko 400 katoli¢kih obitelji odnosno obiteljskih
zajednica. Podatci su uglavnom biljezeni kronoloskim redom. U mati¢nu knjigu rodenih
gdjekad unoseni mimo kronoloskog reda, odnosno onako kako su, ¢ini se, dostavljani u
zupni ured u Rasnu.

Vaznost mati¢nih knjiga Zupe Rasno

Vaznost mati¢nih knjiga Zupe Rasno medu ostalim je i u tome, jer sadrze podatke
o katolickom puku tog dijela zapadne Hercegovine® na samome izmaku viestoljetnog

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to the parish registries of the nearby Catholic parish of Siroki Brijeg, these registries are
still preserved, because they did not foll into the hands of Yugoslav partisan bolshevik-
communist robbers, arsonists and murders. The first parish priest of the Catholic Parish
of Rasno, franciscan Elias Leko (1872 to 1874), recorded the first entries. The successor
parish priests franciscans continuously added the entries: Bonaventura Kvesi¢ (1874 to
1875), Elias Skoko (1875 to 1881), Franciscanus Cori¢ (1881 to 1882), Carolus Cavar
(1882 to 1883), Marianus Mileti¢ (1883 to 1890; 1892 to 1895), Leonardus Rados (1890
to 1892), Petrus Kordi¢ (1895 to 1896), Michael Rubi¢ (1896 to 1899), Laurentius Sopti¢
(1899 to 1907) and Benedictus Babi¢ (1907 to 1909). Other Herzegovinian franciscans,
who happened to replace the parish priests, i.e. temporarily occurred to assist them in
the pastoral activities, were also adding parish entries. After the Second World War,
the parish registries were forcefully reprimanded from the parish office by the Yugoslav
communist authorities, whose notaries continued recording entries in the parish registries.
The names of those notaries and the considerable amount of data they have entered are
mostly illegible and of little use.

Within the parish registries of the Catholic Parish of Rasno, about 200 toponyms were
registered, most of which correspond to locations in western Herzegovina, albeit some relate
to places from the neighbouringareas, as well as to areas such as Dalmatia, Slavonia, even as
far as Srijem. About 3000 persons from about 400 Catholic families or family unions were
registered. The data were mostly recorded in chronological order. However, in the parish
register of births, the data occasionally needed to be entered in a different order, owing to
when the birth information was delivered to the parish office in Rasno.

The importance of the parish registries of the Catholic Parish of Rasno

The importance of the parish registries of the Catholic Parish of Rasno, amongst other
things, lies in the data they contain and the timeframe they encompass. The data pertains
to the Catholic population in the corresponding part of western Herzegovina.”” The data
which is of particular importance relates to three historical periods: the very end of the
4 centuries of the slavery to the Ottoman occupants over Herzegovina (1872 to 1875),
the Herzegovinian Uprising against the Ottoman occupators (1875 to 1878), and the
Austro-Hungarian rule in Bosnia and Herzegovina (1878 to 1918)."* Before the Austro -
Hungarian administration’s establishment, family names were not entered consistently.
After 1878, their forms were fixed and mostly remained the same until the present day.

The Austro-Hungarian authorities have, as was customary, used to register family
homes using house numbers. Hence, the house numbers were also noted in the parish
registries. Nevertheless, as the house numbers were entered alongside the person numbers
within the scope of this article, they need to be included to ensure clarity.

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robovanja islamskom osmanlijskom ugnjetava¢u u njihovoj vlastitoj zemlji kao i iz
vremena oslobodilackog ustanka protiv istog ugnjetavaca od 1875. do 1878. godine te iz
vremena uspostave europske uprave od strane Augro-Ugarske Monarhije 1878. godine.’
S uvodenjem ecuropske uprave, odnosno austro-ugarske vlasti, i na novooslobodenim
podru¢jima Bosne i Heregovine ustaljuju se obiteljska imena odnosno prezimena, koja su
se, manje - vi$e, ocuvala do sada.

Austro-ugarske vlasti registrirale su obiteljske domove s brojevima i na podru¢ju ove
zupe, koji su unoseni i u ove mati¢ne knjige. Ovdje su izostavljeni kako bi se izbjegla zbrka,
jer su upisani uz brojeve osoba.
